Historically, this special feast referencing Jesusô name is 
closely associated with the Feast of the Circumcision of 
Jesus.  According to Jewish law, on the 8th day after his 
birth, a male child was circumcised, received his name, 
and became a full member of Godôs covenant people.  
This is what happened to Jesus, in fulfillment of the law, 
as we read: ñAnd at the end of eight days, when he was 
circumcised, he was called Jesus, the name given by the 
angel before he was conceived in the womb.ò (Luke 2:21) 
 

According to the old Roman liturgical calendar, the feast 
of the Circumcision was celebrated on 1 January, eight 
days after his birth on Christmas, the same day that he 
was given his sacred name.  Today we celebrate the So-
lemnity of the Mother of God, the Theotokos, on 1 Janu-
ary and honor the Feast of the Holy Name of Jesus on 3 
January. 
 

For Catholics, Jesusô sacred name is the object of a spe-
cial devotion.  Devotion to the Most Holy Name of Jesus 
was popularized by St. Bernardine of Siena, a 15th centu-
ry Fransiscan, often symbolized by the monogram 
ñIHSò (sometimes called a Christogram), which is the first 
three letters of the Greek spelling of Jesusô Name
